BID SPECIFICATIONS

All bid proposals must meet or exceed the following specifications:

A. Nature of Bid

The bid is for the service of concession sale items for the 2023 concession season only. All bids should include the following:



A. Price of product being bid in an easy-to-read format.



B. Normal delivery date to the City of Chillicothe. (Note: Minimum delivery of one time per week.)



C. A policy to accept unopened items for refund.


D. Price of any delivery surcharges, such as fuel surcharge, etc.

Any bids not including the above information are subject to rejection.
This is a bid process and it is understood that not all bidders may be able to provide all items listed in any one bid proposal. Not being able to provide all items sought will not affect the validity of any bid, nor will being able to provide all of the items listed provide any bidder an advantage in this process.
It is in the best interest of the Parks and Recreation Department to seek the best arrangement and prices possible. After bids are read, it may be necessary to separate portions of bid sections to assure the items sought are able to be obtained at the best possible price.

Bidders are also welcome to bid additional items that the Parks and Recreation Department may want to add to its current concession menu.
Successful bidders may be requested to provide the Parks and Recreation Department any shelving as needed at no cost to the department.

B. Bid Proposals


Confectionary and pre-packaged items

b. Bid price per case of sunflower seeds (include brand, case size).

c. Bid price per case of salted in the shell peanuts (include brand, case size).

d. Bid price for nachos.



1. Individually wrapped single-serving bags of chips.

2. Pre-packaged, bag form jalapeno cheese, chili, and cheddar to operate in a heated      


    Ghel’s dispenser.



e. Bid price for 5.5 oz. pretzels.


 f. Bid price per case of single-serve popcorn (package should include oil and seasoning).

g. Bid price for gallons of snow-cone flavors (include flavors available).

h. Bid price for five (5)-gallon containers of whole dill pickles.

d. Paper towels, Stir sticks and Plastic silverware.
